Who can apply: any school or youth organisation that would like to involve their students in Landcare project, in conjunction with their local Landcare group, can apply to assist them with the cost of their project. 
Applications close:  1 March, 17 May, 3 August, & 18 October 2007  
Funding: grants of up to $500 are available and occur four times per year 
Program targets the folowing major environmental issues: 
-      water quality/conservation 

-      waste reduction/recycling 

-      school gardens 

-      biodiversity 

-      land 
Purpose: the program helps young people participate in local landcare projects, on their school grounds, and/or within their local community and environment. 
What can the funding support: the grants may fund on-ground rehabilitation or restoration works. For example, projects may meet a direct environmental need (eg erosion, water quality, or weed issue), or involve the purchase of indigenous plants. In addition, the program may also fund conservation of natural resources, environmental monitoring programs, waste minimisation, using school grounds as learning centres, or undertaking an environmental field trip. 
Projects need to: 

-      involve the school or broader community 

-      have a determined education outcome with an environmental education focus 

-      link with a Landcare entity, including Friends of Groups 

-      are well planned and documented 

-      are student oriented and allow maximum student involvement 
NOTE: The Mitre 10 Junior Landcare Grants Program encompasses the following grants: 
Mitre 10 Junior Landcare Grants: 

Schools and youth organisations are eligible to apply for grants of up to $500 (including GST) for water quality/conservation, waste reduction/recycling, & school garden projects. Grant Rounds - four times in 2007 (see above dates). 
BI-LO Junior Landcare Land Grants: 

Schools and youth organisations are eligible to apply for grants of up to $500 (including GST) for land-based environmental projects. 

Grant Rounds - four times in 2007 (see above dates). 
Australia Post Junior Landcare Biodiversity Grants: 

Schools and youth organisations are eligible to apply for grants of up to $500 (plus GST) for biodiversity projects. 

Grant Rounds - four times in 2007 (see above dates).
