ACTION PLAN FOR ANAPHYLAXIS

Emergency Office Procedure

If reaction occurs:
OUTSIDE IN THE PLAYGROUND DURING PLAY, LUNCH OR SPORTING ACTIVITIES -
1. A child will bring in a slip from the yard duty teacher informing office that the Epipen is needed for a certain student.

2. A trained person to take the child’s Epipen from its location and runs to the child.

3. Office rings ambulance using mobile CALL 112 FOR EMERGENCY – Ask for Mica Unit, stating Epipen was given.  State which gate the ambulance is to enter through.  Example: Wentworth Avenue, oval entrance.
DO NOT HANG UP!  Take mobile phone out to where the affected child is to relay to ambulance the child’s present condition.

4. Office PAs code – ‘CODE PINK ANAPHYLAXIS’ – to be repeated several times.  Office rings bell.  All children and staff to go immediately to their classroom – staff to ensure all playground areas are cleared quickly to allow easy access for Mica Ambulance.
5. Principal/Deputy/Nominee to notify parent.

6. Principal/Deputy/Nominee to wait at nominated gate to guide ambulance.

7. Principal/Deputy/Nominee to travel to the hospital.

If reaction occurs:

INSI DE DURING SPECIALIST TIMES –

1. Specialist teacher will use intercom phone to alert office that Epipen is required.
2. Specialist teacher to specify which child and which room.

3. Another teacher to call office by mobile.

4. Send two children to office with note immediately (as back up to phone call).
5. Office uses mobile to ring ambulance CALL 112 FOR EMERGENCY– ask for Mica Unit, stating Epipen has been used.  State that ambulance is to enter via main gate at front of school on Wentworth Ave.
6. DO NOT HANG UP!  Take mobile phone to the room or area where the affected child is, relay to ambulance the child’s current condition.

7. Principal/Deputy/Nominee to wait at gate and direct ambulance to the correct room.

8. Principal/Deputy/Nominee to notify parent.

9. Principal/Deputy/Nominee to travel to the hospital.

Emergency Classroom Procedure –
· Do not move child

· Send two children with note to alert office.

· Office Emergency Procedure is put into place.
Out of Classroom Procedure –

· Do not move child

· Send two children with note to office

· Children to tell office location in the yard that the Epipen is required.

· Office Emergency Procedure is put into place.
