INTRODUCTION

Roberts McCubbin Primary School draws students from the residential areas of Bennettswood, Box Hill South and Box Hill

Our students benefit from the innovative programs offered in multi-aged teaching, development learning, the Arts, and Gifted Education, as well as a strong emphasis on the development of numeracy and literacy skills.

The school aims to foster in its students those qualities and skills which will enable them to adapt to change and become effective members of the community.

The varying needs of children who display difference in learning style and abilities are appropriately met through the Integration Program, Special Needs Program, English as a Second Language, Reading Recovery and carefully structured class programs.

The school is now seeking an experienced Integration Aide to support the inclusion of a child with Special Needs in his first year of school.

The Integration Aide will be responsible for assisting the student on an individual basis and in group settings and provide basic physical and emotional care required for his effective inclusion into the class program and school setting.

The Integration Aide will have a strategic role in the monitoring and evaluation of programs to meet the needs of the student.

SELECTION CRITERIA

The successful candidate must demonstrate well developed skills in providing appropriate support and understanding of the needs of children with special needs.  In addition, the successful candidate must demonstrate:

· enthusiasm and talent to assist with development of students' skills in the various aspects of the curriculum

· a strong commitment to the importance of team-work, and the willingness to work with colleagues to plan and evaluate appropriate programs to meet the special needs of the student

· a clear commitment to working with children with special needs

· a clear commitment to the school's student welfare policy where children's rights and positive self-esteem are valued highly whilst maintaining a clear understanding of their responsibilities to others

· effective communication skills and sensitivity when interacting with parents, children and colleagues

TYPICAL TASK AREAS

IMPLEMENTATION OF INSTRUCTIONAL PROGRAMS

· assist students on an individual or group basis in specific learning areas

· assist with the communication between students and teachers, particularly the interpretation of instructions

· provide basic physical and emotional care for students

· participate in team meetings

· assist with toileting, meals, lifting and administration of medication to students requiring special care when appropriate

· assist with the supervision of students in playgrounds, at camps, on excursions, in sporting activities, therapy activities, life skills

· assist in the preparation of student resources and equipment

· observe students and draw the attention of the teacher to them where necessary

· participate in the monitoring and evaluation of programs and evaluation of individual student involvement and achievement

· ensure work areas and materials, equipment and appliances are maintained in a clean and ready to use condition
