Emergency Defined:

An emergency is any sudden event which endangers or threatens to endanger the safety or health of any person or which destroys or threatens to destroy or damage property or endangers or threatens to endanger the environment or an element of the environment in Victoria. An emergency includes any incident which occurs during school hours, or after school hours, during camps, excursions or outdoor adventure activities, during travel to or from school and incidents which involve issues of negligence or legal liability.
An Anaphlaxis Emergency

The site and general description of the Workplace:

Livingstone Primary School has identified 3 students at risk of anaphylactic reactions to nuts. The students in the classrooms of both these students have been asked NOT to have any nut products in their brainfood, playlunch or lunch. There are no nut products available for purchase from the canteen. Nine staff  have been trained in the administration of the Epipen, including 2 SSOs who are in the playgound at least once each day. All staff are aware of their ‘Duty of care’ obligations which require “that school personnel take all reasonable steps to protect students from risks likely to cause personal injury that could reasonably have been foreseen.”
Roles and Responsibilities of Key personnel during an anaphylactic emergency

Should an anaphylactic situation arise in the classroom:

The class teacher: 

· will administer the Epipen 

· initiate the ‘Red Tag’ process.

· call on the teacher in the next class to assist with the safe and orderly movement of students

Should an anaphylactic situation arise in the playground:

The teacher or integration aide on duty:

· will administer the Epipen. Where possible this will be done by a trained staff member

· initiate the ‘Red Tag’ process so a call can be made for a Mica ambulance
Administration staff:

· call for a Mica ambulance as required

· take responsibility for any further telephone communications, including notification of parents

Safety procedures to be followed by staff and students.
Emergency Services Contact details:

· Call 000 and ask for a Mica ambulance

· One of the emergency services will assume legal responsibility for control and coordination of response activity on arrival and will retain control until their services are no longer required.
RED TAG PROCESS FROM THE CLASSROOM:

1. Class teacher (includes specialists and CRTs) attends the sick child. 

2. Teacher sends an SSO (if available) or two children to the office, by the shortest possible route, with a ‘red tag’ – anything red will suffice if students not in their classroom
3. Students alert administration staff of an emergency situation by giving them the red item. Students will be aware that they must get immediate attention from even if this means interrupting.
4. Administration staff call a MICA ambulance.
5. Kathy or Terry to go immediately to the area where the child is ill
RED TAG PROCESS FROM THE PLAYGROUND DURING RECESS BREAKS:

6. Yard Duty teacher or SSO attends the sick child. 

7. Teacher sends an SSO (if available) or two children to the office, by the shortest possible route, with a ‘red tag’ – anything red will suffice if students not in their classroom
8. Students alert administration staff of an emergency situation by giving them the red item. Students will be aware that they must get immediate attention from even if this means interrupting.
9. Administration staff call a MICA ambulance.
10. Kathy or Terry to go immediately to the area where the child is ill.
Emergency Management for students with Anaphylaxis Reactions

Livingstone PS has 3 students who have been identified as having life threatening allergies to nut products:

Current Practice Child 1
1. Child’s Epipen is kept in a bright green bag in the top draw of the filing cabinet in the withdrawal area at the  back of Prep K LA1

2. The Epipen is to be taken out by the teacher on duty for the first half of lunch. It will be transferred to the second person on duty at the changeover.

3. On Tuesday there is only a teacher on the second half of lunch. The bag will be handed to them

4. All children from Prep – 2 encouraged to wash their hands before they go out to play

5. 20 staff members now trained in the use of the Epipen
Current Practice – child 2
1. Pen is kept on the grey bookshelf in the classroom, to the right of the teacher’s desk

2. An Epipen is to be kept in a central location in the first aid room in the event it is needed during recess breaks

3. For mild reactions and the administration of cream child is to go to Miss Seedsman or one of the First Aid staff

4. There will always be more than one trained staff member attending any excursions or camp

5. 20 staff members now trained in the use of the Epipen

Current Practice – child 3 – in progress.
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
