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HIRE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES
THIS LICENCE is made on the date first mentioned in the Schedule between the Licensor of the one part and the Licensee of the other part.

WHEREAS –

A. The Licensor is a body corporate constituted as such by an order of the Governor in Council under Section 13(1)(a) of the Education Act 1958 and empowered to enter into this agreement in respect of premises, which forms part of the school.

B. The Licensor may enter this agreement under section 15AA of the Education Act 1958 to allow use of the premises.

C. The Licensee desired to use that part of the premises described in the Schedule hereto on the terms and conditions herein for the purposes set out in the Schedule.
NOW IT IS AGREED as follows –

1. In this agreement unless inconsistent with the context or subject matter;

“licence fee” means the amount set out in the Schedule;

“licence period” means the period, periods or term set out in the Schedule;

“Licensee” means the party named in the Schedule;

“Licensor” means the party named in the Schedule;

“Minister” means Minister for Education for the time being;

“premises” means that portion of the school shown on the plan attached hereto;

“Schedule” means the schedule attached hereto;

“School” or “College” means the school referred to in the Schedule;

“Person” and words importing persons includes bodies corporate;

Each party includes the successors of that party;

Words denoting the singular number include the plural and vice versa.

2. Subject to the terms and conditions herein, the Licensor HEREBY LICENSES the Licensee and all persons properly authorised by the Licensee solely for the purposes set out in the Schedule hereto to use and occupy the premises for the licence period.
3. A licence fee for use of the premises shall be paid in full to the Licensor by the Licensee on or before the date(s) set out in the Schedule.

4. A deposit (if any) set out in the Schedule hereto shall be paid by the Licensee on the signing hereof and in the event the Licensee terminates this agreement within two weeks before the licence period then the Licensor may not refund the deposit and the balance will not be due and payable but if the agreement is terminated prior to the said two weeks then the total amount shall be due and payable.

5. A bond, being an amount set out in the Schedule, shall be paid if required by the Licensor prior to the signing hereof.  The bond may be used by the Licensor to offset any loss by the Licensor for any damage or injury caused by the Licensee under the terms herein but otherwise shall be refunded without deduction to the Licensee on termination of this licence.

6. The Licensee and the Licensee’s authorised members shall enter and leave the school premises by the entry and route provided by the Licensor.

7. The Licensee shall leave the premises in a clean and tidy state after each use.

8. The Licensee hereby undertakes that no alteration, damage or injury shall be done to the premises or the equipment (if any) and thereby covenants that in the event of any such damage or injury or the loss or destruction thereof occurring during the term, save and except as occasion by fair wear and tear, accidental fire or act of God, the Licensee shall repair, replace and make good all such damage or injury and upon the Licensee’s failure to do so within 14 days after the damage or injury occurred the Licensee irrevocably authorises the Licensor to repair, replace and make good such damage or injury at the Licensee’s cost.
9. The Licensee shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Licensor and the Sate of Victoria from an against all loss of or damage to the property of the Licensor or the Sate of Victoria either real or personal including but not limited to the premises and the equipment caused by or arising from any act neglect or default of the Licensee of the Licensee’s members employees agents or contractors or which without any neglect or default would not have been sustained but for the licence hereby granted.

10. If required by the Licensor, the Licensee shall take out and at all times keep an insurance cover against public liability by the insurer approved by the Licensor in the sum mentioned in the Schedule hereto in the joint names of the Licensor, the Licensee and the State of Victoria in respect of claims for death, injury or accident and the Licensee shall produce such insurance policy and the receipts for payment of premiums upon the request of the Licensor.

11. The Licensee shall comply with the Liquor Control Act 1987 and the provisions of all other relevant Acts, rules and regulations.

12. The Licensee will observe, obey and conform with all reasonable rules and regulations from time to time and for the time being made by the Licensor with regard to the conduct and management of either the school or the premises provided such rules and regulations do not conflict with the terms of this licence.

13. The Licensee shall avoid and prevent any disturbance, nuisance or annoyance to neighbours or other users of the school premises whether by noise, behaviour, obstruction or other actions on the Licensees behalf or persons authorised to be on the premises or otherwise.

14. If the Licensee is in breach of the terms and conditions herein or in causing damage or injury to the premises or uses or is using the school premises in such a manner that in the opinion of the Licensor its servant or agent is likely to cause damage or injury to the school premises then the licence granted herein shall immediately terminate and the Licensee and the Licensee’s authorised members shall immediately remove themselves form the premises but nothing herein shall affect any insurance or indemnity given by the Licensee herein or any obligations by the Licensee to repair, replace or make good any damage caused by the Licensee.
15. The rights hereby conferred rest in contract only and do not create or confer upon the Licensee any tenancy, estate, interest or right of exclusive occupation in or over the premises or any part thereof and the rights of the Licensee are those of a mere licensee and do not comprise or include any further or other rights save those hereby granted.
16. This agreement shall not be assigned sub-licensed or transferred by the Licensee.

17. Any variation to the terms of the agreement shall be made in writing and executed by both parties.

18. Covenants given by two or more Licensees as given both jointly and severally.
