STUDENT SUBJECT CONTRIBUTIONS 2006
At Bayswater Primary School we work very hard to ensure that the best teaching and learning programs, using the most appropriate equipment, materials and resources are offered to our students.

Student Requisite Fee – Books & Class Materials

All individual student requisites and stationery plus bulk purchases, paper and other stored materials are distributed by teachers throughout the year.  They include consumable materials used in Buddies, Prep and Year 7 Transition as well as the specialist areas of Art/Craft, Performing Arts, Library and Physical Education.  These items are necessary to implement the regular curriculum for all students.  The school purchases all the classroom requisites needed for each student, in bulk, which keeps costs per item to a minimum.
A separate notice regarding Christian Religious Education will go home early in the year.
Curriculum and Facilities Contribution

This voluntary contribution contributes to special programs that are implemented to enhance the regular curriculum and also require additional funding.  Such programs include Information Technology, School Production, Reading Intervention, Bike Education, Choir, Camps as well as purchasing equipment for Art/Craft, Performing Arts, Library and Physical Education.
We also ask our families to contribute to the continued improvement of the school facilities, including the grounds through our ongoing Landscaping & Gardens Project, and facilities such as play equipment, classrooms, computers and furniture.
Payment can be made AT THE SCHOOL OFFICE during office hours (8:30-4:30) any school day between 1st February and 31st March 2006.

Confidential arrangements for families experiencing financial difficulty for any school payments can always be made with the principal, by phone or in person.  Application forms for Education Maintenance Allowance payments, for eligible families, will be available early in the 2006 school year and should be finalised by mid March.  The Education Maintenance Allowance payment for 2006 will be increased to $205 per child.
