5.16 ANAPHYLAXIS POLICY

ACTION PLAN FOR ANAPHYLAXIS
GENERAL STATEMENT
· Students who have been diagnosed with acute anaphylactic reaction require an epi-pen for treatment.  Staff should familiarize themselves with individual Emergency Management Plans.  Parents to supply epi-pen.
· We will minimize the risk to students who are allergic to peanuts.
EMERGENCY PROCEDURE
· Keep child calm and reassure
· Locate and administer epi-pen

· Ring Registered Nurse,  Division 1
· Ring main office to alert principal

· A staff member will ring 000 for ambulance (112 mobile) and ask for MICA ambulance

· Make sure a staff member is waiting to direct ambulance staff to the appropriate room.
GENERAL PROCEDURES
· Each child has an individual Emergency Plan

· Epi-pens are kept in child’s school bag in small cloth toggle bag
· Annual professional development for staff to be given re possible signs and symptoms and administration of epi-pen.

· Belmore School will be a ‘peanut free’ zone.

POSSIBLE SIGNS AND SYMPTOMS
· Hives/Rash

· Facial swelling

· Tingling in or around mouth

· Abdominal pain/vomiting/diarrhoea

· Cough or wheeze

· Difficult breathing or swallowing

· Breathing stops

· Loss of consciousness or collapse
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
