Assessment criteria 2005

The extent to which the design folio demonstrates:

Criterion 1

Skill in developing a design brief and evaluation criteria.

• Ability to develop a design brief that defines the needs of a client.

• Ability to develop and justify relevant evaluation criteria.

• How criteria will be tested or checked in the completed product.

Criterion 2

Skill in carrying out research.

• Relevance of research to the need/s, problem/s and/or situation identified in the design brief.

• Ability of research to provide information of use in developing creative design options.

Criterion 3

Skill in developing creative design options and justifying the preferred option.

• Use of a range of communication methods to develop design options.

• Suitability of the preferred option with reference to the design brief and client feedback.

Criterion 4

Skill in production planning.

• Preparation of a timeline.

• Sequence of steps necessary to implement the plan and complete the product.

• Knowledge of the materials, tools, equipment, machines and processes required.

• Knowledge of relevant safety requirements.

Criterion 5

Understanding of the characteristics and properties of

the materials used.

• Evidence of research, trialing and testing of materials and processes.

• Selection of materials appropriate for the product.

• Selection of tools, equipment, machines and processes appropriate to the materials.

Criterion 6

Skill in the application of processes.

• Range of processes used.

• Degree of difficulty in the processes used.
Criterion 7

Skill in the use of tools, equipment and machines.

• Range of tools, equipment and machines used.

• Safety in the use of tools, equipment and machines used.

Criterion 8

Skill in completing the product to specified standards of

quality.

• Comparison of product to the preferred option,  production plan and recorded modifications.
• Quality of finish and presentation of the completed  product.

Criterion 9

Skill in evaluating the product.

• Use of the established criteria.

• Use of client feedback to evaluate the suitability of the product.

• Use of evidence from testing or checking methods to determine the suitability of the product.

Criterion 10

Skill in evaluating the effectiveness and efficiency of the

design and production activities.

• Effectiveness and efficiency of the production plan.

• Use of the record of progress of production work and notes of modifications.
