Explore with labelled sketches at least 3 different ideas for  AT LEAST SIX  of the following design briefs:

	1.  An EARRING incorporating negative cutouts in geometric and/or abstract shapes
	2. A CUFF-LINK involving patterns created from lines of wire

attached to the surface.  (Wire may be raised or  flush)



	3.  A PENDANT made from pieces of SYMBOL 161 \f "Wingdings" SYMBOL 168 \f "Wingdings" or D shaped wire to support a domed disc of metal


	4. Ways that additions to, or shaping  SYMBOL 161 \f "Wingdings" SYMBOL 168 \f "Wingdings" or D shaped wire shank of a RING can meet with a stone setting, forming a shoulder.


	5.  A  BRACELET or ARM-BAND featuring  patterns which have been filed into the surfaces of the wire using  SYMBOL 168 \f "Wingdings" SYMBOL 161 \f "Wingdings" or SYMBOL 68 \f "Symbol" files. Explore use of forging to create different wire width or thickness.


	6. BROOCH or EAR-DROP involving geometric/abstract positive and negative shapes using  2 different materials in layers.(e.g. metals/plastic) Joints may use pin/tube rivets or sweat soldering.
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A HANGING FORM   that features  2 or more colours using divisions,                8. A BROOCH OR BOLO based  on an animal /insect / bird with sections

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Phase 3: Production   (Final Drawings 15%,  Finished Piece 40%)

NOW THAT YOU HAVE CHOSEN YOUR TYPE OF JEWELLERY PIECE, prepare a DESIGN BRIEF for yourself, based on a combination of some of the above 8 design briefs, or other design ideas from your research. Constraints for this project include (1) Cost of silver no more than $12 (2) Completion by end of Term 1. (3) Must include soldering. 
Explore AT LEAST 4 ideas for your design, on a sheet of plain paper. Use coloured pencil on at least two, and highlight your PREFERRED OPTION.  

This chosen design must be shown in at  least 2 orthogonal full size views (front and side), with labels to clearly identify features of your design, plus a 3-D view of the piece, showing any fittings or findings. 

Justify your choice of option.
