The Packaging Council of Australia (PCA) is proud to present the 
2008 National Schools Packaging Design Challenge
This challenge encourages young people to research issues to do with packaging in our modern society and produce innovative and creative designs in response to current issues and problems.

THE CHALLENGE
The challenge is to design packaging for any imaginary Australian product to sell in Australia.

The full design brief for senior primary students and secondary students can be found on the website.

Students work individually or in teams of two, and will need to address simple technical considerations, environmental issues and display a high level of originality, creativity and innovation.

Each design will be accompanied by a rationale (reasoning and design considerations). This is the most important part of the entry and judging process. It must tell the judges the reasons behind design choices and indicate the students’ understanding of the packaging issues that they have addressed.

HOW TO ENTER

Schools must register their school to participate. 

Registration forms can be submitted online, faxed or posted to the Packaging Council of Australia.

Each school may only submit their two best entries. 

All entries must be submitted as PowerPoint presentations on a CD-ROM, along with a printed copy of the presentation. 

No late entries will be accepted. 

QUICK SUMMARY

1. Limit of 30 schools per category, per state or territory. 

2. Schools must register first. 

3. Schools may send only the top two entries for judging. 

4. Do not include student photographs in entries. 

5. Judging emphasis is on the students’ ability to explain their design choices and research in their rationale. 

6. A print out of students PowerPoint presentation must accompany the CD copy of the entry. 

7. State winners will be required to send their physical mock ups to Melbourne for judging (more detail will be provided to these winners at the appropriate time). 

8. Mock ups will not be returned and will be photographed for inclusion in the results brochure.
