	This four day course sets out the knowledge and skills required for Victorian Institute Teaching registered teachers to apply Occupational Health and Safety (OHS) risk management principles to a technology teaching environment, safely operate and maintain wood working machines, and safely operate and maintain metal working machines.  The course has been developed by TAFE in partnership with the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development and is formally accredited by the Victorian Registration and Qualifications Authority (21820VIC).  All woodwork and metalwork technology teachers are required to undertake the training and certification by 30 June 2010.  Certificates of Achievement will be issued by the TAFE, listing the machine competencies, and be valid for five years.
