8261 Multimedia Portfolio
In this unit students use a variety of software to create a digital portfolio. The portfolio will consist of presentations built using the following applications:
· Digital Photography

· Digital video

· Animation

· Sound effects editing
· Music 

· Video effects

· Website production

· Office Software

The topics are drawn from the students other classes, from the students own lives and from the local community.

This unit provides a well rounded introduction to the use of information technology in the real world. It is also a pre-requisite for unit 8461 (below) and is essential for students intending to study Information Technology in VCE.
8361 Making Movies
In this unit students learn how to film and edit short movies. Every aspect of video production is covered:
· Storyboarding

· Effective use of digital video cameras

· Casting

· Set production

· Lighting

· Digital video editing

· Sound recording and editing

· Directing a film crew
The aim is that by the end of the course students will produce a short film, music video and/or documentary on a suitable topic of their own choice, and that these films will then be shown a school film festival. 
8461 Advanced multimedia and information technology
In this unit students enhance and extend on the skills they have learnt in Multimedia Portfolio, whilst also developing their ability to manage computers and analyse information systems.
Students start by creating a business plan for a company selling multimedia (images, animations, videos, sound effects, music) over the internet. Students then create advanced multimedia presentations on topics drawn from their school lives, their personal lives or the local community, displaying them on a website advertising their business.

This unit also includes a small introduction to the theoretical aspects of Information Technology and is highly recommended for students intending to study VCE information technology. 
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
