I am writing to you concerning Mohammed Jarred who has been the Head of IT at our school during 2004. During this time as Deputy Principal with responsibility for curriculum I have worked with Mohammed extensively on Subject Department matters as well as consulting him on network and computing issues.
At Port Moresby International school we run many curricula. In grade 7 & 8 the IT Department run a school based Computing Fundamentals programme. In grades 9 & 10 we run a continuation of this as Computer Applications as well as the IGCSE Information Technology course. In grade 11 & 12 the IT Department offers the Australian Capital Territory Information Technology T course and Computer Applications A course. We are also an International Baccalaureate Diploma school and by selecting appropriate units from the Information Technology Course and extra classes for students involved we offer Information Technology for a Global Society and Computing Science at IB Diploma level. 
As head of the IT Department Mohammed had the task of co-ordinating all the courses and ensuring that all content was covered. He also had the responsibility of ensuring that the administrative requirements of the different systems with regards to internal assessment were met. These are complex tasks and Mohammed was in the position of having to learn the systems and run them virtually at the same time.
