Linux RedHat Install Guidelines

1. Label the tray hard drive with your name. 

2. Install RedHat v7.x ( or Fedora Core 4) server version onto the tray hard drive

3. Install the http or web server , Gnome, kdwin and either xwindows or classic X

4. Configure the linux server to obtain an IP address automatically from the DHCP Server on your network

5. Set firewall to none or medium and configure to allow web server to be seen

6. Check correct IP address is obtained by Linux Server , then ping the Win 2000 server and ping the linux box from Win 2000 server

7. Change the linux server name to your name ( no spaces )

8. Check the linux server is on the correct subnet

9. Browse the web server on the linux box from the Win 2000 server

10. Edit the web server start page on the linux box to reflect your identification or name or activities

Win 2003 Server

11. Change the DNS server in the Win 2003 server to recognise your IP address on the linux server to be eg. http://yourname.fhc.vic.edu.au
12. Browse from Netscape on the linux box to the URL above http://yourname.fhc.vic.edu.au
13. Browse from Win 200e on the linux box to the URL above http://yourname.fhc.vic.edu.au
Install applications on the Linux server

14. Install Open Office

15. Install Jbuilder. Migrate and run a project from Windows Jbuilder on the Linux server.

16. Take an MS Word and an MS Excel file from Windows XP on a floppy to the linux box. Open in Open Office, modify, save and return to the XP machine , load and prove that the files are compatible forwards and backwards.

Optional : Install FrontPage Extensions on the Linux server

17. Download FP extensions for Apache searching through Google.

18. Install FP extensions on the Linux server

19. Use Frontpage client from another machine to edit the root web on the Linux server, create a subweb, create some pages, set permissions and save. Test.

20. Find a screen grab program for Linux, and install

21. Document all work with screen grabs 

22. Hand in documentation for all work done
