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Practical (you will have 2 periods and no more. You may have your summaries of Ch 1 & 2 Potts with you but nothing else.).

1. Be able to set up a detailed folder tree using windows explorer from a provided diagram.

2. Be able to re-name photos correctly.

3. Be able to change the size of images.

4. Be able to change images to be suitable for printing.

5. Be able to change images to be suitable for the Web.

6. Be able to intelligently criticise your own photographs, be able to provide reasons for what you say, and to make wise recommendations that show your depth of understanding of good photography.

7. Be able to set up a Word document with tables, to insert pictures into it, to type in text, and to format that text according to strict formats and conventions as provided in the test.

8. Be able to crop a photo artistically, and then be able to explain intelligently and creatively why you chose to place the crop-lines where you did.

9. Be able to select then apply suitable effects available in the image editing software indicated (be able to use IrfanView, PaintShopPro/Photoshop).

10. Be able to print to one of the colour printers (use “Big” because the other one needs servicing at the moment), assemble all pages, and stapel and hand to your teacher.

Theory (you will have 1 period and no more. You may have your summaries of Ch 1 & 2 Potts with you but nothing else.).

1. Understand what is meant by the terms characteristics, capabilities, limitations for both software and hardware.

2. Be able to describe in detail the following procedures: effects, re-sizing.

3. Be able to accurately measure and report on the file size of various image files.

4. Be able to judge with suitable criteria (come up with your own, stating them) between a number of photographs and provide convincing reasons that will convince the marker that you do in fact know what you are talking about.

5. Be able to evaluate the usefulness of both hardware and software – you need to come up with suitable criteria then apply them.

6. Be able to evaluate the effectiveness (see the definition of this) of your photographic products following processing.

7. Be able to evaluate the effectiveness of the processes you used from sighting of object, download, manipulation, output. This must be specific – beware giving general answers.

Best of luck – I am hoping for many 100% responses from you. Make certain that when you enter the sac room, you have prepared yourself fully. You may help one another beforehand, but not during the actual sac periods.
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
