1. File Management: Create a folder-tree as displayed here. 
During all SAC’s, files must be correctly named and saved into the correct folders for full ‘file-management’ marks. 

2. Photography: Locate your 5 photographs (You will take them with a digital camera prior to the SAC periods) and copy them into your ‘Original Images’ folder. Re-name them suitably to: (a) distant, (b) macro, (c) colour, (d) shape, (e) free choice. 

3. Print-Size Image Creation: Working from the originals, use Irfan View or Photoshop to create as-original framed images (same as from camera) with a resolution of 300dpi and a width of 400 pixels. Re-name suitably (e.g. distant-print.jpg) and save into your ‘Print Size Images’ folder.

4. Web-Size Image Creation: Working from the originals, use Irfan View or Photoshop to create as-original framed images (same as from camera) with a resolution of 72dpi and a width of 300 pixels. Re-name suitably (e.g. distant-web.jpg) and save into your ‘Web Size Images’ folder.

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5. Photo Critique: In a “Practical Report” Word Document set up two tables as shown below, then into the first one: (1) insert each print-size photo, (2) write what you think is good about the photo, with reasons, (3) what is not-good, with reasons, and (4) two changes you would make if photographing it again, with reasons.

6. Re-Framing with Crop: Select one of the original photos, improve it by cropping it artistically in Irfan View or Photoshop, then prepare it for print.  (see above)
Re-name it (e.g. distant-print-crop.jpg) and save into the ‘Print Size Images’ folder. Justify your artistic decisions made during cropping.

7. Using Effects: Choose a second photo, and make it beautifully attractive using your choice of Irfan View or Photoshop effects then prepare it as above for print.

8. Printing: Adjust the font in all of your typing to 8 points Arial, not bold, not italic. In a Header (use View>Header and Footer), type your full name, ‘U3O1 Practical Component’, and page number. Print to the colour laser printer, assemble your pages in order, staple them and hand to your teacher by the end of the double period.
