Over-Arching Concepts for the two SAC’s, U3O1 & U3O2.


People use Hardware, Software and Procedures to create various media products including images, sound and video. The product’s desired characteristics depend on where it will end up: �The Internet requires particular image file types (jpg for photos, gif for monochromes and colour blocks with transparency, png for photos with transparency), smaller image file sizes (because of slow download times - note the difference between broadband and dial-up-connection speeds), and a relatively low resolution (72dpi-  because the product is viewed on a screen). �Printing requires a much higher resolution (e.g. 300-600dpi - producing larger image file sizes). A wider range of image file types are available (jpg, gif, bmp, tif and many more). �Sound files or video files need to reduced file size for Web use or DVD through compression (thus sacrificing sound and picture quality) and various file types depending on player software available to the end-user. �Effective procedures (with appropriate hardware and software) for this file creation and manipulation will create quality products. Efficient procedures will do it quickly with little effort and at a small cost.


DEMANDS – Understand the capabilities and limitations of each of the HW, SW and Procedures employed in creating and producing the various multi-media products, and be able to use them.


ORGANIZATION – In U3O2 an additional component is added – the need to understand the needs (aims, goals, objectives, business structure etc) of the organization so that the solution (i.e. the website you create) effectively solves the organization’s ‘clearly-defined-information-problem’. �You will design, create, test and publish a website incorporating the media created in U3O1.
