Beaconhills College Overview

In 2007, Beaconhills will have a population of over 2500 students across two sites – our Valley Campus in Pakenham and our Village Campus in Berwick. Beaconhills is a Preparatory to Year 12 independent school providing a quality education in a low fee-paying, Christian, co-educational environment in the Pakenham-Berwick growth corridor. The Village Campus will extend its programme to accommodate Year 11 students for the first time in 2007.

Beaconhills is committed to providing a challenging, enriching and collaborative learning community, which empowers each individual to nurture their talents and develop as deep reflective thinkers and responsible citizens.  The College is organised into sub-schools for Junior, Middle, Year 9 and Senior Schools.

Through fostering creativity, spirituality and an awareness of the diversity and complexity of our World, Beaconhills offers students opportunities to achieve their personal best, be valued for who they are and develop their faith.

Beaconhills offers a broad range of curricular and co-curricular programmes. The College operates a seven period day over a two week cycle with Assemblies and Pastoral Care Meetings being part of the normal school week.

Our Junior School (Preparatory – Year 4) recognises individual differences of students and provides specialist teachers for Art, Physical Education, Music, French, Japanese, Religious and Values Education and Library.

Beaconhills currently offers an Outdoor Education Programme for students from Year 3 to Year 12. Participation in this programme is part of normal staff allotments. Other duties are in line with expectations of independent schooling, including yard duties, parent/teacher interviews, extra classes and relevant meetings.  

A Religious and Values Education (RAVE) programme is taught to all students prior to VCE.  Students may choose to continue Religion and Society in Years 11 and 12.  Our Christian Chaplaincy Programme operates at all levels throughout the College with a full time Chaplain employed at both campuses.   Teachers are required to support the ecumenical Christian ethos and values of Beaconhills.

Position Responsibilities

The ICT teacher is primarily responsible in 2007 for teaching the Information Communication Technology Programme and the ability to teach Mathematics and/or Physics is essential.  Beaconhills offers IT in Action, IT Pathways, IT Applications and Software Development at VCE level.  The Technology teacher will be expected to develop curriculum and to work as part of the Senior School Learning Team within the framework of the aims and strategic goals of Beaconhills, and its Teaching and Learning Policy.  There is the possibility of a leadership opportunity as Head of House associated with this role.

The position commences in Term 1, 2007 and is full-time and ongoing.

This position reports to, and takes direction from, the Head of ICT, the Head of Learning – Senior School and the Head of Senior School, and is accountable to the Head of Campus (College Management Team) and the Headmaster.

Key Responsibilities

· Teach students up to VCE in ICT subjects and Mathematics and/or Physics,  incorporating appropriate lesson planning, applying teaching and learning strategies and implementing the College Teaching and Learning Policies and Principles.

· May be required to teach in other sections of the College.

· Offer pastoral care as a tutor in the Senior or Middle School House System (approximately 20 students from Years 5-8 or Years 10-12).

· Promote independence in student learning through working collaboratively, learning ways of thinking, taking risks and offering time for reflection. 

· Develop appropriate learning portfolio skills in students.

· Empower learners as critical thinkers and decision makers. 

· Offer learners opportunities to enhance and develop confidence in each of the intelligences.

· Undertake relevant professional learning both at the College and in the broader educational community.

· Collaboratively plan and manage exhibitions of student work.
· Develop and manage specified resources required to facilitate and support a developing and growing Senior School.

· Attend and contribute to Learning Team and Staff Meetings.

· Assist with special events, which may include Family Evenings, Presentation Night, Open Days and Information Evenings.
Co-Curricular Involvement

Beaconhills College operates an extensive co-curricular programme ranging from Performing and Visual Arts to Sport and Outdoor Education, which is outlined in our Prospectus. Applicants are requested to express their interest and/or expertise in any of the relevant areas. 
Participation in the extended overnight Outdoor Experiences Programme is an expectation of all teachers at Beaconhills.

Selection Criteria

To be successful candidates would meet the following criteria to the satisfaction of the selection panel and the Headmaster:

1. Demonstrate personal values in line with our ecumenical Christian ethos.

2. Demonstrate a high level of knowledge of relevant teaching and learning practices.

3. Demonstrate the use of appropriate Information Communication Technologies in their teaching.

4. Demonstrate a proven capacity to improve student learning and promote personal best.

5. Display a high level of classroom teaching and management skills.

6. Display knowledge of developing units of work for Senior School students and provide evidence to support implementation.

7. Demonstrate clear evidence of understanding assessment and reporting procedures.

8. Demonstrate significant contributions in the development, implementation and evaluation of integrated curriculum.

9. Demonstrate an ability to work as part of, and contribute to, a committed team of educators.

10. Demonstrate commitment to on-going professional learning and a proven capacity to model and share excellent teaching skills and knowledge within the school setting.

11. Display a high level of communication and interpersonal skills when relating to students, parents and work colleagues.

12. Demonstrate proactive contributions to school programmes. 

13. Demonstrate an ability to ensure students learn through inquiry about where humankind stands in the 'big picture' of existence. 

14. Demonstrate a willingness to participate in educational change.
