Case Study Background:

The Spring Valley Basketball Club has teams in the Country Basketball Association’s Competition.

There are four age group teams – 

1. Under 12 Boys and Girls, 

2. Under 14 Boys and Girls, 

3. Under 16 Boys and Girls,

4. Under 18 Boys and Girls.

The classification is based on the player’s age as at the 1st of January of the year in which they are playing.
A registration fee is payable for each player to be registered with the district association ($80), a club fee for hiring of training venues ($50) and a uniform fee also applies (there are different rates depending on the size of the uniform which include Size 12 & 14 $30; Size 16 & 18 $40; Size 20 and adult sizes $50).

All players must be registered with the district association, and substantial fines are levied if the team plays an unregistered player. It is important that players only play in their age group
Current Practice:

The club registrar hand writes details of Players’ names, addresses, telephone numbers and date of birth and their registration number on index cards, and provides the coach of each team with a typed list of players in their age group. This is time consuming and there are many mistakes made resulting in unregistered players and fees not being paid.

Due to the high incidence of mistakes in player records it has been suggested that the necessary record keeping would be easier and more accurate if they could be computerised with a database.

What is required of the database solution?
You have been asked to design and develop a database of player records that will
· Enable the registrar to input data easily and consistently (He isn’t very confident with computers)
· Enable the payment of fees for 

· Registration in district association 

· Uniform fee and

· Club fee to be recorded

· Enable any players record to be located quickly (search)
· Have the club logo on all forms and in reports

The database will also need to be able to provide the following information

· Lists of players eligible to play in each age and gender group which will include names, registration numbers, date of birth and telephone numbers for the team coaches

· A list of players whose fees remain unpaid for the treasurer to contact. 

· A letter /invoice to be sent to every player at the start of the season with an itemised Bill (Eg. Registration, Uniform and club fees) – Report designed as a letter
· A list of players who will be moving on to the senior association (over 18) in the following year.

Rules of the SAC:

Database must consist of:
· Tables 

· Queries

· Forms (Must start up with a switchboard style form with command buttons – this can be created using the switchboard wizard or designed by you)

· Reports (must be able to indicate a detailed, exception, and summary report with appropriate designs – Eg. One in the style of a letter to individual members)

Please remember that in this SAC you must prepare a user manual using word, with suitable illustrations (Eg. Screen dumps with explanations)

You are to use the Problem steps to complete the tasks and divide up the project management components.

1. You will complete the solution and report over a number of periods.

2. You will be using your SAC login and there will be no Internet access during the SAC.
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
