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One of the requirements for SAC 2 is that you set up a prototype website that facilitates people working in a virtual team.

· It does NOT mean that you work in a virtual team to produce the prototype –you MUST do the SAC individually.

· A prototype website is one that could be shown to a prospective client before they committed to a company to produce their website. It can be just a ‘wireframe’ – links and some other features work – but the linked web pages in the site are ‘dummy’. Remember Café Townsend?
Your website must facilitate people working in a virtual team. So it must allow the organisation’s users of the website to share information. The website also allows other users to find information but not have access to the virtual team aspects of the site ie – these outside users won’t be able to change anything. Some of these collaborative working sites won’t even allow outsiders to view anything. Depending on how the virtual team needs/wants to use the site, these may or may not be appropriate.

A mailto: does NOT meet the criteria.
The virtual team page(s) do NOT have to work – a simulation is OK! This means you do not have to spend time developing this aspect!
This activity is to enable you to evaluate some websites that facilitate collaborative working in a virtual team that you could incorporate into your prototype.

You may decide to use one of these sites to facilitate the virtual team. Most of them are free or have a free trial period.

· Do NOT sign up for any that offer a trial, but require a credit card number to do this.
