The Year 7 students at Avila College are encouraged to participate in a Wide Reading program called RIBIT. Each student receives a booklet with a range of book titles of different genres. A sample of these books is attached. 

The Year 7 General Studies teachers need to record the progress of each student in their class with regard to the number of books read for reporting purposes. Certificates are awarded at Pastoral by the Year Level Coordinator when students have read five books from 5 different genres. After that Certificates are awarded for 10, 15, 20, 30 and 50 books read though after the first certificate the genre is not important. 

The GS teachers should also be able to identify students from their class who have not read any books from the RIBIT list at the time of the first Oral Report night which is to be held in the third week of Term 2. 

The GS teachers experience some difficulty maintaining up to date records of the number of books read by students in their class.

The librarian would like to have information from the GS teachers about the most popular books read and the most popular genre for Year 7 students so that she can make decisions about what types of books to purchase for the following year.

The English coordinator would like some feedback about the success of the reading program so that she can report to the Curriculum Coordinator and the Curriculum Committee on the progress of the Wide Reading program at Year 7. 

The Year 7 General Studies team of teachers have heard that Avila College has recently invested in a limited number of licenses of the database software MS Access 2007 which has been installed in only one computer lab (Room 51). They have also heard that the Year 12 Information Technology Applications (ITA) students are developing skills in using this software. The teachers are concerned about being able to report effectively to parents and other school leaders about the progress of their students with RIBIT and have asked you to help them.

As a result of your studies in ITA this year you know that in order to solve such a problem you are best to use a methodical approach and so decide to follow the steps of the Problem Solving Methodolgy to ensure the best chance of success in this project. You are also aware that there is a limited timeframe to complete the task so you know that by developing and adhering to a Project Management plan you are more likely to achieve success with your project.
