USER POLICY

COMPUTER USAGE

· Eat or Drink in any Computer Room

· Change the default settings on any computer

· Deliberately seek to infect, damage or destroy hardware and/or software

· Cut class/es in order to access computers

E-MAIL 

I WILL NOT USE E-MAIL IN ANY OF THE FOLLOWING WAYS:

· In a way that may be considered offensive, obscene, discriminatory, insulting or disruptive to any other person.

· To access, view, download, print or send messages or attachments which include:

· Language that is not appropriate, such as swearing

· Offensive or inappropriate cartoons or jokes

· Ethnic, religious or racial slurs

· Any material which contains disrespectful comments about people with disabilities or any person's physical attributes

· To access other people's E-mail accounts.

· To collect, store or distribute private or confidential information about the school or any individual without prior consent of the person/s concerned.

INTERNET

I WILL NOT USE THE INTERNET IN ANY OF THE FOLLOWING WAYS:

· To access, view, download, print, distribute or post any material that may be considered inappropriate, offensive, obscene or discriminatory including material that contains adult themes or that has racist, sexist, political or religious content.

· To access, view, download, print, distribute or post any material, which includes inappropriate comments in relation to individual’s disabilities, or any physical attributes.

· To attempt to break/hack into security mechanisms at the School or any other Internet sites.

· To post any information on the Internet on behalf of the College unless specifically authorised to do so.

· To copy or download information/graphics/music/video files, from the Internet, unless it/they are fully acknowledged using normal resourcing and referencing rules that applies to the use of hardcopy documents.

GENERAL

I UNDERSTAND THAT I CANNOT:

· Use a computer lab without teacher supervision and permission

· Enter a computer lab that is unlocked and unsupervised

· Print material that is not school related, ie. personal photos, party invitations, etc.

A failure to comply with the above conditions will, in the first place, subject me to the usual discipline procedures of the College.

This may result in full denied access or suspended access for a specific period of time, at the discretion of the Year Level Co-Ordinator and the Network System’s Administrator.

The Deputy Principal & Principal will handle severe breaches.

I understand that I must use the computers, the Internet and E-mail, only in the spirit expected, and within the procedures laid down, by the College.

I understand that the College is legally allowed to access any records related to breaches of this policy.
