Internet and Computer Acceptable Use Policy
Dear Parents/Guardians,

Camberwell High School provides all students, with access to the Internet from all the computers on the school network.  

Attached to this letter is the Student Internet and Computer Acceptable Use Agreement which defines the acceptable use of the school’s services.  As you may be aware your child may find material on the Internet which you and the school would find objectionable.  The school uses filtering software however it is essential that your child understand the need for compliance with this agreement as no system is foolproof.

A Technology levy forms part of the School Council Fees.  Students are allowed $10.00 of Internet access as part of this levy which should provide sufficient access for the year. This levy also provides for $10.00 worth of printing. Normal black printing is 10c per page and colour laser print is $1 per page.  If your child exhausts these allowances additional amounts may be purchased from the Bursar.  

Camberwell High School provides access to the following facilities: World Wide Web and Email.

 Student Internet and Computer Acceptable Use Policy
Educational Purpose

1. The use of the Internet at Camberwell High School has been established for education purposes, which includes classroom activities, research and limited high-quality self-discovery activities.

2. The Computer System will not be used for games, chatting(except within the Intranet) or viewing/distribution of inappropriate material under any circumstances.

3. Access to this facility is a privilege and not a right therefore your compliance with this agreement is essential for you to retain access to this facility.

Student Internet Access

1. You will have access to the Internet through the school’s computer network, there is an amount allocated annually, if this is exceeded further access needs to be purchased from the school.

2. You may obtain an individual e-mail account with the approval of your parent and the completion of this agreement.  

3. You are permitted to access only school issued Email accounts from the school’s network.

4. Downloading of any material that would be offensive to any students, teachers or parents is not permitted.  If unacceptable material is accidentally located students must notify the staff on duty immediately.  You are not permitted to download games, programs or other recreational material.

5. You are not permitted to purchase any materials or subscriptions whatsoever.  Any invoice received by the school will be forwarded to the student’s parent/guardian for payment.

Personal Safety

1. You are not to post any personal information about yourself or others, this includes full name, address, telephone number, school address, work address etc.

2. You will not agree to meet with someone you have met online without your parent’s approval.  Your parents should accompany you to this meeting.

3. You will promptly disclose to your teacher any message you receive that is inappropriate or makes you feel uncomfortable.

Appropriate Language

1. In all your communications on-line you will be respectful, accurate and use appropriate written expression.

2. You will not use inappropriate communications which includes obscene, profane, inflammatory, threatening or disrespectful language.  Personal attacks and harassment are also not allowed.

System Security

1. You are responsible for the contents of your individual network and Email account and should take all reasonable precautions to prevent others from being able to use your account.  Under no conditions should you provide your password to another person.

2. Your network directory is restricted in size and you should minimise the material stored here, routinely deleting out of date or unneeded files and thereby not overtaxing the school’s facilities.  You cannot hold the school responsible for any viruses that are transferred from the school network to home computers, you are responsible for exercising due care in this regard.

3. You will check your Email frequently and delete unwanted messages promptly.

Plagiarism and Copyright Infringement

1. You must be aware of and abide by Copyright laws.  This is not just good netiquette - it’s the LAW.

2. Information attained from the Internet and used in school work should be acknowledged with reference given to its source.

Limited Privacy

Material stored on the school’s network is periodically scanned to ensure that there are no executable files (games or programs) or inappropriate material stored in students’ home directories or in Email accounts.  Teachers also regularly access student home drives to assess student work.

Misuse also includes any mistreatment of the computer equipment.

We understand that any violation of the Student Internet and Computer Acceptable Use Agreement may result in disciplinary action, access to the Internet and computers will be revoked for a period of time dependant on the severity of the offence.  It may also be necessary for appropriate legal action to be taken.
