File Management

All the files that make up your web site are vital for it to be effective, however its not enough that they are all present and working. It becomes a real issue for file updating and management that you can find information efficiently at a later stage. You may wish to update data or add new data and you need an overall file structure to do this well.

Not only do you need a file plan but you need some convention as to how your files are named. File names should make sense to you. You should be able to ‘guess’ what is in a file by its name or have some documented system or naming. Remember the home page file of any site should be called <index.htm>.

In general below are a number of file structure conventions.

· All *.htm files should be in the root of your web folder.

· The home page of your site should have a file name of <index.htm>.

· Folders should be used to organise photo galleries, thumb nail images or catalogue libraries.

· Folders should be used to organise page graphics and navigational graphics etc

File naming conventions for the web

· Should be short as is practical

· Should be all lowercase

· Should contain no spaces
