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TAA40104 Certificate IV in Training and Assessment

Professional Development opportunity

The Australian Institute of Education and Training is running a 2-day workshop / RPL session on Thursday 10th July and Friday 11th July 2008 (the last two days of the term 2 public schools holidays).

This workshop will provide activities and group discussion opportunities and will cover activities that will provide participants with the opportunity to complete the following units from the TAA40104 Certificate IV in Training and Assessment:

TAAENV401B
Work effectively in VET

TAAENV403B
Ensure a healthy and safe learning environment

TAADES401B
Use Training Packages to meet client needs

TAAASS404B
Participate in assessment validation

An RPL session will also be offered so that teachers who are currently teaching VET or have taught VET in the past two years have the opportunity to complete all of the 14 units required to achieve the TAA40104 Certificate IV in Training and Assessment.

A separate RPL Guide will be made available and will list the required evidence that teachers will need to bring with them to the two-day workshop to achieve RPL for the remaining 10 units of the TAA40104 Certificate IV in Training and Assessment.

The RPL units assume that teachers have taught VET or are currently teaching VET and can provide adequate and appropriate evidence.

Teachers who already have the old certificate (the BSZ40198 Certificate IV in Assessment and Workplace Training), or some units from this old certificate, will be able to apply for equivalence, and hence the amount of evidence that needs to be supplied will be less. This will be spelled out in the RPL Guide.
Numbers are strictly limited to 20 participants.
Each day will begin at 9 am SHARP and conclude at 4 pm. The workshop will be an intensive two-day program and participants are therefore advised to arrive punctually.

An RPL Guide will be e-mailed to participants when they register for the workshop, and it is expected that teachers will bring this evidence to the workshop with them so that the RPL process can be completed without any delay. It is therefore advisable to register as early as possible for the workshop so that there is adequate time to collect the required evidence. Upon receipt of registration forms participants will be e-mailed an invoice. 

The cost of the two-day workshop is $450 per participant from schools that we do not have an auspicing arrangement with, and $400 per participant from schools that we do have an auspicing arrangement with. This cost covers attendance at the two-day workshop; all learning materials required to complete the qualification; catering (lunch provided on both days); RPL Guide; all assessments; certificate of participation (handed out at the conclusion of day 2; it can be used for VIT professional development requirements); and a nationally-accredited qualification for the TAA40104 once all evidence has been submitted and validated.
