How to take good photos – Composition, camera angles and lighting
 All images are to be your own.  The should not be the same image used by another person, or should not be off the internet or scanned in.  You must have taken the photo yourself.
Rule of Thirds – due Tuesday Feb 13th
· Take 5 photos that illustrate the rule of thirds.  

· Select one that is your best out of the 5.  

· Crop and edit it.

· Embed these 5 photos in a word document saved with the title “How to take a good photo, (your name)” with the heading “Rule of Thirds”.  

· Next to each image write a paragraph describing how each illustrates the rule. 

· Next to your edited image write how it illustrates the rule of thirds and why you selected it as the best.

· Save your Word document as “rule of thirds by (your name)”

Camera angles due Friday Feb 16th
· Take 2 photos of a classmate using a high angle and 2 using a low angle 
· Select one that is the most interesting
· Crop and edit it
· Embed all 4 photos in your word document under the heading “Camera Angles”, identifying which angle you have used.  
· Next to your edited image write why you selected it and the effect achieved by using the different camera angle
Lighting due Wednesday Feb 21st
· Take 3 photos of a classmate that clearly illustrate different lighting directions 
· Select one image that is your best

· Open it in Corel Draw and convert the image to greyscale. Image -> Greyscale

· Use Brightness/Contrast to alter the image to enhance the lighting effect.  Layer-> New Adjustment Layer -> Brightness/Contrast

· Embed all 3 photos in your word document under the heading “Lighting”, identifying which lighting angle you have used  
· Next to your edited image write why you selected it and the effect achieved by the light.  Write if you feel your editing has enhanced the image and describe why or why not.
