Year 10 Digital Photography – Project 2

Design Elements

In completing project 1 you were asked to look at composing images in a challenging way using Rule of Thirds, using interesting camera angles and making thoughtful use of light.

Building on this, our new task begins to look at finding interesting objects to take photos of, hopefully moving away from happy snaps of our friends.

For each of the design elements you need to produce 2 images that you have edited and enhanced in Corel Paint.  We shall do some exercises in Corel paint to give you some ideas.  These are 2 completed images that you have experimented with.  You may take several shots initially and the 2 you submit may be a combination of several of these.  One design element unit is due on the last session of each week for the next 6 weeks.

Images are to be of objects found around HPSC but there should be no people in your photos.  The subject matter could be trees, shadows, reflections, buildings, birds, etc but the purpose is to draw attention to the particular design element.  The design element you are concentrating on should be obvious.  These images are likely to be quite abstract.

The design elements are…


Line.  Line can be found in the branches of trees, on the edges of buildings, in brick work, etc.


Shape.  Shapes can be found in shadows, in objects, in leaves or cars.  Shapes can be positive or negative space.


Colour.  Colour is everywhere, yet we can highlight this using striking colour combinations through observing colour theory.  Your 2 images need to have colour that employs 2 colour theories.

Texture.  Texture is the interesting surface of an object.  Look at textiles inside, bark on trees, skin on our bodies, the sheen on the skin of an apple and hair on our heads.  Find one natural and one unnatural.


Form.  Form is the 3 dimensional mass of an object.  Side or quarter light can be used effectively to highlight form.


Pattern.  Pattern can be found naturally, on leaves, on the wood of furniture and unnaturally, in fabric, painted or on walls.
