Design Brief: Your client “Pixel Gardens” has brought a new children’s film on the market. It is to have four weeks of promotion before being released to the media.

You have been asked to make-

i) a printed colour advertisement  (A4) “task 1” to promote the film, and 

ii)           to make an animation “task 2” promotion for the film called “Bob the Bunny”.

Specifications task 1 Colour Advertisement.  Note continually save your work!
1. The Advertisement must be 150dpi resolution and A4 in size. (2 marks)
2. It should appeal to the target audience of children and their parents. (2 marks)
3. All files should be original-manufactured by you the designer. (2 marks)
4. The advertisement must be sketched on plain paper (2 marks)
5. It should include a picture of a hand drawn “Bob Bunny” and his friends. (4 marks)
6. It should have an original and creative ‘photoshop/illustrator’ background created by you, ‘the artist’(2 marks)
7. It should have “suitable for children” added. (2 marks)
8. It should include vector text stating the “Title” of the animation; when the animation will be shown, who the artist/cartoonist is; and where the animation will be shown. Be imaginative! (5 marks)
9. Save the prototype file as a psd/ai leaving layers for further work into the exam folder. (2 marks)
10. Save the file as a jpeg/ai into the exam folder and name it appropriately. (20 minutes) (2 marks)

11. Using animation software create the “Bob the Bunny” animation

12. The animation must be storyboarded on plain paper (2 marks)
13. Create a grass and sky background. (moving sun, clouds, or moon & stars) (2 marks)
14. The animation should run for at least 6 seconds and will loop. (2 marks)
15. Create a animated title for “Bob the Bunny” (2 marks)
16. Import the prepared bunny parts that you have made (bunny face, bunny paws, body, tail and two ears) (2 marks)
17. Place Bob on the left of the screen (2 marks)
18. The bunny should bounce three times from the left of the stage to the right. (3 marks)
19. As the bunny bounces his ears will flop up and down. (4 marks)
20. Save the file into the exam folder. Publish your animation. (3 marks)
21. Extra points are given for further creative animation items/elements on the file.   (20 minutes)
