Sections B&C - Design Brief: 
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Greenpatch is a locally formed group of energetic, forward thinking people who believe that there are more sustainable ways of living on our earth. They are concerned about climate change and want to actively reduce greenhouse emissions in and around the local community. Greenpatch want to encourage local people to get involved. To coincide with the International Year of Bio-Diversity, Greenpatch is setting up a web site to promote events and activities in which people from the local community can participate in. Greenpatch believes in the importance of increasing local awareness of biodiversity, and to engage more people in its conservation. 
Greenpatch require; 

1. A short flash animation a fluttering butterfly moving around grass or flowers. This animation will be placed on the Greenpatch web site.

2. An A4 two colour advertisement to promote Greenpatch and the International Year of Bio-Diversity.

Section B – Flash Animation
SAVE YOUR WORK REGULARLY!

Your task is to produce a short (approximately 5 to 10 seconds) animation using Flash. Your animation will be made using the following steps;
	1. Quickly storyboard your planned animation on the paper provided

2. Open the flash file named “Greenpatch animation”

3. Create a movie clip symbol of a fluttering butterfly
· Remember in order to do this; you need to create the butterfly flapping frames inside the movie clip symbol, not your main timeline.
4. Draw a simple patch of grass, trees or flowers for the butterfly to fly around. 

· You are welcome to use the pre-drawn flash assets located in your library or draw your own.
5. Using a motion tween, animate your butterfly so that it moves around your grass, flowers or trees. Make your butterfly hover or “visit” a particular piece of grass, flower or tree.

6. When you have finished, publish the animation and save it in your folder with your name in the filename – eg “BobBrownGreenpatch.swf”

Section C – Digital Image manipulation – Photoshop or Illustrator
SAVE YOUR WORK REGULARLY!

Your task is to produce an A4 sized advertisement promoting the organization “Greenpatch” and 2010 being the international year of Bio-Diversity.

· You must sketch your design first on the paper provided. Please ensure that your name is written on this page.  (3 marks)
· Your page must be the international size of A4 and 300 dpi (4 marks)
· It must feature some brief information about the organization “Greenpatch” (3 marks)
· It must feature the Greenpatch logo (included in section C assets folder) (2 marks)
· The advertisement will appear in a locally distributed newspaper and in selected shop windows around the local area.
· The advertisement must contain only two colours and will be printed on recycled paper. (4 marks)
· You may choose to use imagery from your assets folder but it is not required.

· Your design must be creative and embody the spirit of biodiversity. (10 marks)
· The final design must be flattened and saved in a TIFF file format or an EPS file format – remember to include your name in the filename – eg “BobBrownGreenpatchAd.tif” (4 marks)
· The information below is for your reference and describes what biodiversity is. 

Biodiversity is the variation of life forms within a given ecosystem, or on the entire Earth. Biodiversity is often used as a measure of the health of biological systems. The biodiversity found on Earth today consists of many millions of distinct biological species.

Today there is concern that the period since the emergence of humans is part of a mass reduction in biodiversity. The impact that humans are having on the environment, particularly the destruction of plant and animal habitats is alarming. The relevance of biodiversity to human health is becoming a major international issue, as scientific evidence is gathered on the global health implications of biodiversity loss.
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
