· VET teachers at TAFE Institutes, ACFE providers or RTOs which are contractors approved by Skills Victoria to provide Victorian government funded training.

Scholarships are valued up to $1000 and cover personal expenses incurred for enrolment fees and the purchase of resources and materials required for course completion.  
Please note to be considered for a scholarship you must: 
· be an Australian citizen or permanent resident of Australia and live in the State of Victoria 
· study at a Victorian provider which has the qualification on its scope of registration and is an ACFE provider, TAFE institute or an RTO which is a contractor approved by the Higher Education and Skills Group to provide Victorian government funded training.
There are limited numbers of scholarships.  Diploma level studies are a priority for 2013 scholarships for all applicants, except secondary school teachers.  Only one scholarship will be granted per person, so please don’t apply if you have received a VET scholarship previously.

You are advised to apply for a scholarship before you enrol in your chosen course.
