· Relevant professional development in VCE Units 3 and 4

As an assessor what do I commit to?

· Attend a compulsory full day training meeting. This may be held on a weekend

· For performance or language oral examinations, being available for a designated number of days 
· For written examinations being available for the scheduled marking period

· Mark an allocated number of student scripts. This may vary for particular studies

· Adhere to marking procedures, policies and timelines  as determined by the VCAA


· Maintaining confidentiality requirements as stated in the Conditions of Appointment
