Outcome 1
VCAA says: 
For Outcome 1, students transform an existing printed product (e.g. catalogue, magazine, manual) into an on-screen information product (e.g. website or multimedia presentation) taking into account the characteristics of the specific audience and the purpose of the product. 

What does this mean?

· You have to present information that is printed as an on-screen product (you know what screens are – those things you use instead of actually talking to someone). We are going to convert your written resumes into digital form – a digital portfolio or resume as a webpage. Why? Because we have to as part of the course, but also so you can show a prospective employer or course selector how good you are.
· Your resume should be updated regularly – why not make it really current by making it digital? Imagine rocking up to an interview with a digital record of your skills, talents and interests.

You will be required to use the following skills:

· follow the problem-solving methodology
· produce a webpage using appropriate formats and conventions

· apply appropriate file management.

Steps to be Followed
The analysis, design, development, testing and evaluation steps of the problem-solving methodology will be used to create the solution.

1. Analyse and define the problem. 
· what is the problem or situation? (A good start is a simple statement. For example, “I need to produce a digital portfolio of my skills and interests for employers and course selection officers.”)

· who is the audience and what do they need?
· what product is to be produced?
2.  Design of the solution.
I would suggest that you organise your portfolio into 3 main sections: Personal, Academic, Non-school.
Use any layout you like but remember – you’re trying to get your message across so make it clear and easy to navigate.
Design includes:

· use of techniques such as flow charts, story boards or layout diagrams 

· a decision about which software is most suitable for producing the information solution (we’re doing a webpage so Dreamweaver, FrontPage, HTML script, etc)
· formats and conventions that will be used in the webpage (what will it look like?)
3.  Development of the solution.


For a website:

· produce pages appropriately named and saved (at least 4)

· insert hyperlinks between pages

· insert media such as text and images onto each page

· use appropriate formatting (headings, colour, font, layout, etc)
4.
Testing of the solution

Detail how you have checked that the output produced is working as expected (use “Dummy data”)

· test that hyperlinks link to the requested page

· test that images and other media are loading onto the appropriate place on the pages of the site and that time taken to load is not excessive

· test that the message is being conveyed.

You will need to provide testing tables showing functions tested, results that are expected using the data and the actual result that was observed when using the software. For example, use a testing table similar to the one shown below:

5.  Evaluation of the solution.

How are you going to tell whether your solution to this problem has worked? Is it “good”? How do you know? (criteria are important) Did you have difficulties during the outcome? Would you do anything differently next time? 
Documents required for assessment

1. A written report following the problem-solving steps we are following.
2. The design work that has been produced before the development of the solution.

3. The product that has been produced - the webpage (saved as IT011_LO1_yourname)
Please keep in mind that you have two weeks to complete this. You must follow the problem-solving steps - you are not only marked on the actual web page.
