HTML Programming

This folio requires you to create a web site. The information necessary for your website will be provided to you. Each page will reference which folio piece it is required for.

Always have your "HTML Basic Summary Sheet" with you so you can refer to specific code and tags.

Before you begin your web site, you must create a folder, in your H: Drive, named WEBSITE.

All notepad documents, images, sounds, etc. must be saved into your WEBSITE folder in order for your web site to function.

FOUNDATION RULES

1. All HTML code must be written in a notepad document. You must save your code with a .HTML extension.

2. TO VIEW your web page/s you must use a browser - Internet Explorer.

FILE, OPEN, BROWSE, locate your file, OPEN, OK.

3. TO MAKE CHANGES, re-enter the relevant notepad document, make the necessary changes, re-save the changes, activate the browser, REFRESH the page so that the changes can be applied.

Folio Piece #1 - BASICS + TEXT

Create an index / introduction page - name this page INDEX.HTML

The following features must be applied - tick each point as you complete it:

· A header tag of your choice. ie. <H1>…<H6>

· Adjust the text font

· Adjust the text color

· Adjust the text size

· Include Bold and Italic styles

· Include paragraph and line break/s

· Include a horizontal rule with default size and height adjusted

As you work through the following pages, you may use the various text tags you have just learnt to modify your text.

Folio Piece #2 - Bringing your site to life with IMAGES

Create a second web page. You must open a new notepad document to do this. Save it using a concise and appropriate name - remember the .HTML extension.

Include the following features on your page:

· At least 2 images, one of which is animated. Images must be copied over to your WEBSITE folder from the Internet - Your teacher will provide you with some websites that allow you to use their images. If you use images from other web sites, please ensure the images you copy are free from copyright.

· Align one image to the centre of the page and the other to the right, ensuring the text wraps around the images.

Folio Piece #3 - Background Colors and Images

· Include a colored background on your Index.html page and your second page.

Create a third web page. You must open a new notepad document. Remember to save it using the .HTML extension.

· Include a textured background on your third page. Backgrounds must be copied over to your WEBSITE folder. Backgrounds must be copied from the Internet - Your teacher will give you a variety of web sites that contain images that you can use. If you would like to use images from other websites, be sure that they are free of 
copyright.

Folio Piece #4 - HYPERLINKS

You must demonstrate the use of hyperlinks.

Throughout your website, the following links must be included:

· Internal links leading from your home page to every other page

· Every page must have a link taking you to your home page

· At least 3 external links linking to a selection of your favourite sites. These links can be included on your third page. Include an appropriate heading.
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
