ICT POLICY
PURPOSE:
To promote educational excellence and enhance the students learning environment through the use of a range of technological equipment.

The students will experience how information can be acquired, processed, stored, retrieved, manipulated, presented and communicated to others.

BROAD AIMS:
To allow students at all levels the opportunity to work through the technological process to investigate, design, produce and evaluate.
Also to provide students with the confidence and ability to use a range of software programs.

Information Communication Technology will be used as;

1. A tool for presenting information e.g. word processing, reports
2. A tool for communicating and accessing information e.g. the Internet
3. An adjunct for solving problems e.g. spelling games
4. An aid to learning concepts and skills across the curriculum e.g. keyboarding, mathematical operations
GUIDELINES:
· All students will be given an equal opportunity to use these facilities
· The whole school community will be expected to treat all technological equipment with care at all times
· All students must follow the teacher’s instructions as to how to use the equipment appropriately
· Students will be responsible for good behaviour on school computer networks
· ICT lessons will employ a variety of learning strategies e.g. co-operative groups and sharing of knowledge
· All Internet access- browsing, sending and receiving emails and video-conferencing will be done under staff supervision
· Students will be made aware of copyright rules
· The Internet, Intranet and e-mail facilities are not to be used for any illegal or inappropriate use and messages and web pages must not contain content that may be considered offensive or disruptive, but provide a means of communication between students and staff and the community. It will promote our students and allow the publication of their work with consent
· Permission must be gained to download or open large files. This will ensure the Internet performance of others is not adversely affected
· All students or a Parent/Guardian will be required to fill in a ICT Code of Practice and Student User Contract
· Photos and names of students will not be included on the Internet
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
