When creating information products, students prepare designs that identify the structure and layout of the products, the evaluation criteria, and the plans for managing collaborative projects. 

Students independently apply a range of processing skills, functions and equipment to solve problems and create products which contain minimal functional, typographical, formatting and readability errors. 

During the processing stage of collaborative work, students monitor project plans and record reasons for adjusting them. They apply criteria to evaluate the extent to which their information products meet user needs and intellectual property laws. 

They use ICT in a safe, efficient and effective manner. 

Students keep their bank of digital evidence up to date, and demonstrate a diversity of ICT skills and knowledge. They design evidence repositories that are easy to navigate and comply with ICT presentation conventions.

	Students select the most appropriate search engines to locate information on websites. They use complex search strategies to refine their searches. They judge the integrity of the located material based on its credibility, accuracy, reliability and comprehensiveness. 

Students share their evaluations of e-learning tools through their blog, website or other public forums. The evaluations are correctly formatted and comply with ICT conventions, demonstrating an awareness of the characteristics that contribute to output meeting purpose. 

Students compose emails in accordance with ICT conventions, send emails with attachments, and organise their email mailbox into a logical structure and maintain it.
