The Australian Institute of Education and Training has learning material for the units covered by the Unit 1 and 2, and Unit 3 and 4 courses as published in the VET Program Guide for VET I.T.

We are also developing two documents – one document will be an RCC Guide that trainers can provide to students wishing to apply for RCC / RPL for Unit 1 / 2 units. The Australian Qualifications Training Framework provides for RPL / RCC for all students registered in VET courses and this is therefore an applicable pathway if determined by the institute / school / RTO enrolling the students. Standard 7.3 a of the AQTF also states that assessments must be carried out by trainers holding TAAASS401A Plan and organise assessment, TAAASS402A Assess competence, and TAAASS404A Participate in assessment validation; OR is able to demonstrate equivalent competencies (as determined by the RTO) OR one person with all the assessment competencies listed and one or more persons who have the vocational competencies listed may work together to conduct the assessments.
The RCC Guide will provide an RCC pathway for some of the units of competencies listed in the Unit 1 and 2 VCE VET IT course. This document will be provided free of charge to schools that AIET auspices, or for a nominal charge for schools that we do not auspice. Further details are available by e-mailing info@aiet.com.au.
The second publication being developed is a publication that will cover the extra units that students are required to complete in order to complete the full Certificate III in Information Technology.
