Task List 

Task 1 – Preparation 

Firstly you must research your topic. Use the supplied proposal pro-forma to help you with this.

Task 2 – Animation content – Flash and Actionscript
A set of learning activities to be completed followed by a project animation(s) to be proposed, approved, completed and peer reviewed.

Task 3 – Sound content – Acid Pro
A set of learning activities to be completed followed by a project sound track(s) to be proposed, approved, completed and peer reviewed.

Task 4 – Image content – digital camera, scanner and/or internet 

Acquisition of a set of images either directly or through other repositories such as facebook, myspace. Peer reviewed.

Task 5 – Recording commentary content – Audacity

Creation of an optional “voice over” to describe one or more aspects of the DVD. Not a popular item as most students have a major fear of hearing their voice. Peer reviewed.

Task 6 – Video content – digital camera, internet 

One or more video clips either directly recorded or downloaded from youtube or similar and converted to a suitable format for inclusion into a web page as a shockwave file. Peer reviewed. 

Task 7 – Information content – Flash 

A static page or a scrolling page of text created in flash and embedded into the web page containing a brief outline of the DVD content and topic. Peer reviewed.

Task 8 – DVD Interface  – Dreamweaver or Frontpage ( Sharepoint designer ) 

A set of html pages with buttons created in Fireworks, hyperlinked pages and consistently created DVD structure with an autorun file to allow automatically loading when in a DVD drive. Peer reviewed.

Task 9 – DVD label and DVD Case cover – Photoshop 
A label to be printed on a DVD printer and a Case cover to be printed on a colour printer. 
Task 10 – DVD to be finalised for burning to a disk -- Nero

DVD folder structure to be burned to disk. 

Task 11 – Publish to student’s web site  ( optional ) - Frontpage ( Sharepoint designer ) 

DVD folder structure to be published to a live web site. 

Task 12 – DVD evaluation 

DVD critically evaluated in comparison to other DVDs. Strengths and weaknesses listed as well as how the project might be approached differently if it was to be repeated.

	Dimension description
	In the ICT for visualising thinking dimension students use ICT tools to assist their thinking processes and reflect on the thinking strategies they use to develop understanding. 

ICT provides a rich and flexible learner-centred environment in which students can experiment and take risks when developing new understanding. Its extensive capabilities allow students, by visually coding and representing their thinking, to clarify thoughts, and to identify patterns and form relationships between new and existing knowledge. 

ICT tools that facilitate visual thinking are ones that allow ideas and information in all areas of the curriculum to be easily and quickly drafted, filtered, reorganised, refined and systematically assessed in order to make meaning for students. 

Students use linguistic and non-linguistic representations, such as graphic organisers, ICT-generated simulations and models and ICT-controlled models to help structure their thinking processes and assist in constructing knowledge. 

Using ICT, students record their decisions and actions when solving problems and clarifying thoughts. They monitor the changes in their thinking and evaluate their own and others’ thinking strategies. Students review these records to assess their suitability for new situations.
	The ICT for creating dimension focuses on students using ICT tools for creating solutions to problems and for creating information products. Through the selection and application of appropriate equipment, techniques and procedures, students learn to: 

· process data and information to create solutions to problems and information products that demonstrate their knowledge and understandings of the concepts, issues, relationships and processes related to all areas of the curriculum 

· manage their files to secure their contents and enable efficient retrieval 

· plan and monitor the progress of extended tasks. 

Students learn to use ICT efficiently to capture, validate and manipulate data for required purposes. In order to improve the appearance and functionality of information products and solutions, they apply commonly accepted conventions. They examine the ethical and legal implications of using ICT in a range of settings such as the home, school and the workplace. Students evaluate the usefulness of ICT for solving different types of problems and reflect on the effectiveness of their own use of ICT.
	The ICT for communicating dimension focuses on students using ICT to: 

· present ideas and understandings to audiences 

· communicate with known and unknown audiences 

· support knowledge-building among teams. 

Students use ICT to support oral presentations to live local audiences and to present ideas and understandings to unknown, remote audiences. They use ICT to communicate with others, both known and unknown, with the purpose of seeking and discussing alternative views, acquiring expert opinions, sharing knowledge and expressing ideas. Students also locate information from a range of online and multimedia resources to support their own learning. 

ICT supports knowledge-building among teams and enables team members to collaborate, enquire, interact and integrate prior knowledge with new understanding. 

Protocols for receiving, transferring and publishing ideas and information are needed to promote communication that respects intended audiences.


The standards at which students should be working in Year 9 are 5 to 5.5. For each dimension the following standards are required to be met:

·  Students independently apply a range of processing skills, functions and equipment to solve problems and create products which contain minimal functional, typographical, formatting and readability errors. 

· During the processing stage of collaborative work, students monitor project plans and record reasons for adjusting them.

·  They apply criteria to evaluate the extent to which their information products meet user needs and comply with intellectual property laws. 

· They use ICT in a safe, efficient and effective manner. 

· Students keep their bank of digital evidence up-to-date, and ensure it is easy to navigate, complies with ICT presentation conventions and demonstrates a diversity of ICT skills and knowledge.

· The DVD product interface must demonstrate your ability to use all of the following:

· Invisible tables to place headings, graphics, text and links appropriately on the page

· Hyperlinks to resources 

· Use of graphics or hover buttons as links

· Use of appropriate design conventions. You must consider things such as:

· Keep lines of text to about 10 words per line

· Use sans serif font for the main text

· Be consistent with font and type size used with a maximum of three different fonts per page

· Avoid using ALL CAPITALS – too hard to read

· Don’t underline – this is only for hyperlinks

· If you are going to use animations, sound or video, make it short

· Avoid red text on blue or green backgrounds – too hard to read, problematic for colour blind users

· Light backgrounds and dark text are easiest to read

· Be consistent with colours across the site

· Do not have more than 3-4 different colours on the page

· Keep each web page short – the user shouldn’t have to scroll downwards much, and shouldn’t have to across at all

· Put the navigation in the same place on each web page in the site.
· Also check your spelling and grammar!
