COMPUTER CENTRE LAB RULES


REASON FOR THE RULES
These rules will help us to keep the computers running well for you.

CONSEQUENCES OF BREAKING THESE RULES
Students who break these rules will have their user accounts disabled, and will be barred from entering the Computer Centre.

This will be for a period of time decided by the System Administrator.

Your account may be temporarily re-enabled by the System Administrator for a single computer lesson if requested by your Teacher.

Any Student who is a repeat offender (ie you have been disabled more than once) will earn detentions and a long term ban from entering the Computer Centre.

THE RULES
1. All students must log-on using only their own “User Name” and not someone else’s

2. All students must use only their own “User Name” when accessing the internet.

3. Do not save any games, programs or inappropriate files in your user directory. (There is a maximum MB usage allowed per student and are regularly examined by the system administrator.)

4. Do not download games, pictures or material not related to your school work from the internet. (Each user is only allocated 10MB per month of internet usage, this includes just browsing. After this is used you will have to wait until next month even for class work access.)

5. Printing – toner and paper cost a lot especially colour, so only print one copy and only when you have to.

6. Do not change printer setting in the computer or on the printers.

7. Students must come to the Computer Centre to work, not play computer games. Many games can and do corrupt settings  on the networked computers making them unusable for students and Teachers wishing to do work.

8. (If you want to play computer games, do this at home.)

9. Do not remove any of the plugs or leads on the computers. (This has burnt out Mother Boards on the computers costing time and money to repair.)

10. Do not damage any of the computer equipment.

11. Do not change or delete any of the program files or settings on the computers.

12. Do not bring any food or drink EVEN IN A CLOSED CONTAINER into the Computer Centre.

13. Do not run around or call out etc. in the Centre.

14. Do not interfere with the work, files or the computer of any other student or teacher.

15. Do not send “pop-up” messages over the network.

16. When you have finished computing, log-off correctly, switch your computer off, and push your seat in. (Any student found not to log-off correctly will have their “User Name” disabled.)

17. Lost Property – hand in any property you have found to one of the Computer Centre staff. Ask them if you have lost something and wish to get it back.

18. Do not visit any inappropriate web sites (e.g. pornography, violence etc), 

19. Report any inappropriate web site you may find by accident and leave it immediately. (The network records all sites visited by every user and for how long.)

20. Do not send inappropriate email messages.

21. Do not download or transmit any inappropriate material.

22. Do not play music without your teachers permission. (If you do you will lose music access on the system.)

23. Never play music without headphones or so loud you disturb others near you.
