This strategy has been developed in conjunction with the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority and the draft documentation is
attached for your information and use.  This method is appropriate for the Industry Specific Skills Strand or the Work Related Skills
Strand.

Aries will conduct seminars on this strategy for VCAL providers that wish to include Aries A+ in their VCAL Learning Programs.

Use of the Aries A+ Computer Technician Program to deliver the VET in the VCE IT  Program the Certificate III in Information Technology (Network Administration)

Background to Delivery Strategy 

The Aries A+ Computer Technician program has been mapped to the Information Technology Training Package. The mapping of how the Aries A+ program meets or partially meets the requirements of competencies within qualifications in the training package has been documented and validated by the National Information Technology and Telecommunications Industry Training Advisory Board. 

Using this validated mapping, the following delivery strategy detailing what full or partial competencies within the VCE VET IT program – The Certificate III in Information Technology (Network Administration) can be delivered using the Aries A+ program.  This delivery strategy has been validated by the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority. 

The delivery strategy has been developed utilising the following documentation:

· VET in the VCE – Information Technology Program Booklet – developed and published by the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority (VCAA)

· Information Technology Training Package and Support Materials (Version 3) – developed by the National Information Technology and Telecommunications Industry Training Advisory Body (IT&T ITAB)

· Aries A+ - Information Technology Training Package Mapping – developed by Aries and endorsed by the IT & T ITAB

Registered Training Organisations (RTOs) should reference this material to ensure they are aware of requirements to deliver the Certificate III in Information Technology (Network Administration). In particular, RTOs should be aware of issues relating to enrolment of students, arrangements for access to a study score, the delivery of required skills and knowledge for each competency and the assessment and recognition of competencies in line with training package requirements. 

The Delivery Strategy

The following is a strategy that will allow an RTO to issue a Statement of Attainment in the Certificate III in Information Technology (Network Administration) VET in the VCE IT study to students using the Aries A+ program to assist with the delivery of the Certificate III program.

How to use the following mapping

The mapping consists of the competencies required by the Certificate III in IT (Network Administration) in which students should be enrolled. It provides a mapping based on a bar system indicating how the much Aries A+ program overlaps with the skills, knowledge and assessment requirements of each individual competency and hence how much of the competency is addressed by using the Aries A+ program. Conservatively about 60% of the Certificate III in IT (Network Administration) may be delivered by using the Aries A+ program

Where there exists either gaps or no overlap between the Aries A+ program and individual competencies, RTOs should deliver training to address either the gaps or the whole competencies not covered by the Aries A+ program. RTOs should refer to the support materials within the training package, which provides support materials for RTOs to assess an individual’s competence and advice from the VCAA.

It should be noted that the majority of the “gaps” between the Aries program and the competencies are in areas related to the demonstration of skills or knowledge in relation to organisational procedures, dealing with clients etc rather than pure technical skills. These can be addressed and assessed in a large part by delivering the Aries learning material in the context of how the technical skills would be applied in a real workplace situation. The utilisation of work placement or simulated workplace activities is advised to ensure that the individual’s competence in these areas has been sufficiently demonstrated. A Model of How to Utilise the Aries A+ Computer Technician Program to Deliver a Victorian Certificate of Applied Learning 

Victorian Certificate of Applied Learning (VCAL) Structure and Requirement for Award of VCAL

The VCAL structure consists of four strands: Literacy and Numeracy, Industry Specific, Work Related and Personal Development. To meet the requirements of the VCAL the student must successfully undertake 10 Credits with at least one credit in each of four strands of the VCAL. 1 credit is equal to 100 hours of study in an appropriate unit of study eg VCE VET unit, VCAL units etc. Amongst the 10 credits required, the student is also required to undertake a minimum of 2 VCAL units (2 credits). A VCAL unit is a module of curriculum defined in the VCAL accreditation. VCAL units can be at three levels: Foundation, Intermediate and Senior. Refer to the VCAL documentation for further information.

The VCAL itself may be awarded at three levels: Foundation, Intermediate and Senior depending on the level of the credits undertaken by the student. The level of award is determined by the level at which the credits (be they VCE units, VCAL units VET competencies etc) making up the individual VCAL are recognised. The VCAL must comprise at least 5 credits at the level of VCAL of which of which one is seeking eg for senior level –a minimum of 5 credits at VCE level 3,4 or VET Cert II & III level.

Validation of Program

The following VCAL program has been developed in consultation with the Victorian Qualifications Authority to ensure it meets the VCAL requirements.  

A Model of How the Aries A+ Program May be used to Construct a VCAL

To construct a VCAL, the credits that make up the VCAL must be based on recognised programs such as VCE units, competencies from recognised training packages VCAL units etc. The following VCAL structure has been based on enrolling students in the Certificate III in Information Technology (Network Administration) VET in the VCE program competencies and using the Aries A+ program to deliver these competencies. The previous Aries A+ / Certificate III in IT (Network Administration) ICAIT30399 mapping shows what full or partial competencies are achieved by using the Aries A+ program as the training resource to deliver the Certificate III program. The VCAL program will be at intermediate / senior level reflecting the level of this training program. 

It should be noted that as the two programs do not fully overlap with each other, further study as indicated is required to meet the outcomes of both the VCE VET Certificate III in IT (Network Administration) and the Aries A+ program. There exist therefore three possible strategies for delivery of the Aries A+ within the VCAL:

· Deliver both the Aries A+ and the full Certificate III in IT (Network Administration)

· Deliver just the Aries A+ program by enrolling students in those VET IT competencies that have a high level of overlap with the Aries A+ program

· Deliver the Certificate III in IT (Network Administration) and use only those parts of the Aries A+ curriculum that have a high level of overlap with the VET IT program.  

This model of the delivery will use the first strategy whereby schools involved will seek to deliver of the Aries A+ program in its entirety and therefore cover a substantial portion of the Certificate III in IT (Network Administration). The majority of the remaining skills and knowledge to be covered to ensure the completion of the competencies required by the Certificate III in IT (Network Administration) focus heavily on oral and written communication skills and therefore will overlap with the work related and literacy and numeracy strands of the VCAL. 

The following pages detail how 5 credits in the Industry Specialisation Strand may be constructed using in the main Certificate III in IT (Network Administration) competencies which themselves can in large part be delivered using the Aries A+ program as the training resource. The skills gained by students through these industry specialisation credits overlap with the learning outcomes in the VCAL senior and intermediate units. A further column has been added to mapping identifying what learning outcomes in the VCAL senior and intermediate units are also covered. 

How to use the following mapping

5 Credits in the Industry Specialisation Strand have been developed at both senior and intermediate levels by grouping appropriate competencies in the Certificate III in IT (Network Administration) plus two additional competencies in which the students must be enrolled. The mapping shows what full or partial competencies can be delivered using the Aries A+ program as the learning training resource i.e. what overlap there is between the Aries A+ program and the corresponding competency. The mapping also indicates what learning outcomes in the intermediate and senior VCAL work related units are also covered. Refer to the VCAL accreditation document for information on the VCAL unit learning outcomes. In addition estimation is provided as to what percentage of the VCAL credit is delivered using the Aries A+ program.
