Passage for Dictation

What is the UN?

The United Nations was established during the Second World War. A meeting took place between 50 countries, in San Francisco, 1945. In this meeting it was decided that the United Nations would be formed.

The United Nations job would be to maintain world peace, develop friendly relations between countries, provide cultural and social justice and to promoted international affairs. The UN’s headquarters were to be in New York and the head of this organization was the Secretary-General. All of the member states were represented in the General Assembly where every state no matter what size was entitled to one vote. 

 To compensate from the so called weakness of the League of Nations the United Nations were given power to intervene in large scale disputes and wars. The United Nations could use force when necessary and could take part in conflict. The Korean War is the only example where a United Nations army took part in a conflict and not as a peace keeping force.

When was the UN established?

The first decision to form the United Nations was stated in the Atlantic charter and was signed by President Franklin D Roosevelt, of the US and Prime Minister Winston Churchill, of Great Britain on the 14th of August 1941. They signed this document at a conference held in a warship off the coast of Newfoundland. 

On October 30th 1943, representatives from Great-Britain, USA, China and USSR (Russia) met at a conference in Moscow to form the new organization. These representatives signed a declaration in which they recognize the need to establish a general international organization.

During the autumn of 1944 representatives from the four founding countries met in Washington to write out a proposal for the organization. In this proposal, they specified the organization’s purpose, structure and methods of operation.

At the Yalta Conference, February 1945, the methods of voting were settled.

In San Francisco hundred 25th of April 1945, the first official United Nations conference on international organization was held. 50 nations attended this meeting.
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
