Developing Your Front Page Skills – IP&M 2005.

We have done a lot of work with Multi-media for our website creation, but you will need to skill yourselves up on the web page editor program we will be using – FrontPage2000.

Below you will find four URLs to tutorials on Front Page 2000. Work through them. It should take you somewhere around 4 lessons depending on your speed. Your aim must be to understand and be able to use the many various tricks and devices covered when you create your own web in the practice and actual U3O2 SAC.

Go to http://www.electricteacher.com/tutorial2.htm
Work through the complete tutorial. As you do it try out their various suggestions and create a website called ‘practice-web1-electric-teacher-yourname’ and save it in your U3O2 folder.

Now visit Ice Mocha at http://www.icemocha.com/tutorials.htm
Work through this – note that we are using FrontPage2000. OK? Search for skills and techniques that were missing from Electric Teacher. Add these to the practice-web1 you have just created.

Next, visit the Florida Gulf Coast University’s site on http://www.fgcu.edu/support/office2000/frontpage/
Glance quickly through the Basic tutorial (you should know all of these by now), then work through the Advanced Front Page tutorial. Because of the problems that they can cause I don’t want you to use Frames please, but the following are worth getting on top of: Shared Borders, Navigation Bars, Forms. If you are keen, also work through the CSS (Cascading Style Sheets – some webmasters are very keen on these for many reasons).
