1/. Describe in your own words the scenario for the SAC.

2/. State in a single, clear sentence the Information Problem you will be seeking to solve.

3/. Describe in full detail, the audience for whom you are creating your web-site. 

(I want to see that you have thought deeply about this extremely important phase.)
4/. Describe the specific needs of this audience that you will be attempting to satisfy through the design and the content of your web-site

5/. Re-type the following 9 steps of Information Processing into the correct order:

Disposal or Archive, Storage, Acquisition, Communication, Input, Manipulation, Validation, Output, Retrieval.

6/ What are the 7 steps of the Problem Solving Methodology: Type them below in the correct order.

7/. As you “Design a Possible Solution” in your SAC, there are eight steps that you need to follow. Type these 8 steps below in the correct order.

8/. One of the Design Tools you will need is creating a Layout Diagram. 

After you have completed all typing for this mini-test and printed it out and stapling it together, draw with a pen or pencil a suitable layout-diagram for your solution into the box below:


9/. Another Design Tool is the Site Map. 

After printout, draw with pen or pencil your site map into the box below:


10/. During the SAC you will need to use a variety of software, and within each one you will require various software-skills. 

Name each software you plan to use, and following each one, briefly list the skills you require in order to make that software do what you want it to.

11/. During your preparation for your U3O2 SAC, you are creating a number of Resources. These you will be handing in to your teacher a few days before the SAC so that they can be verified and placed onto suitable media for you to use in the SAC. List all of the resources (in detail) that you plan to have completed in time for the hand-in date.

12/. Feedback to your teacher.
