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Major Assignment Year 8 IT
Design your own Restaurant
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You may have just inherited several million dollars from a long lost uncle and now you are able to follow your dreams;

OPENING YOUR OWN RESTAURANT!

BUT WAIT!

You have to convince the bank (who has your uncles’ money) that you are able to use the money wisely 
In order to convince the bank that you are indeed trustworthy and are able to use the money sensibly, you need to show them a business plan. 

You are to design/plan your own restaurant that you hope to own and manage. 
Your submission needs to include a physical plan of the restaurant (floor plan, frontage), a full menu, a table (spreadsheet) of dishes and prices, a graph for a projected monthly income (to convince the bank you will be profitable), a business card with your logo and a poster advertising your opening night.

Instructions;

1. Create a new folder in your H drive a name it Restaurant Project.

2. Introduction 

a. You will need to then decide on the type of restaurant you want.
b. It needs to be an ethnic restaurant (i.e. from a particular country eg Italian).

c. You can search the internet for ideas – remember our research tips! Don’t spend to long on this commit to an idea and it will work out.

d. Write an Introduction for your plans. Include ideas about your restaurant; sell yourself as an excellent manager…remember you are convincing the bank to free up your Uncles money.

3. Architect plans 
a. Design a floor plan (birds eye view) including where your tables are situated. You need to include a reception area, table area, kitchen, office, toilets.

b. Design the frontage of your restaurant including the sign. This needs to reflect the ethnic nature of your restaurant.

4. Plan a Menu

a. Your menu needs to reflect your chosen ethnicity. It will include prices, Entrees, mains, desserts and available drinks.

5. Design the restaurant logo.

a. Use paint or fireworks to create a logo for your business.

b. This has to be entirely original and is to be used on your Poster, Menu and business card.

6. Spreadsheet Stuff!

a. Create table one with all your dishes, include prices and the frequency of those dishes sold over a weekly period.

b. Create  table two listing your expenses over a weekly or monthly period

i. Eg rent, cost of ingredients, staff wages, electricity etc…

c. From this table create a graph or several graphs that demonstrate your profits over a weekly or monthly period.

d. It is assumed that you will create all your own data.

7. Create a Poster and Business Card to publicise your business and the grand Opening night.

8. You will need to include two original photographs taken with a digital camera. The photographs need to be taken and edited by you and will need to refect some part of your business. Eg your waiter/waitress or even chef
9. Part of the assessment is for you to share any good ideas with everyone else. Use the forum area under the Intranet to share your ideas.

Guidelines;

· Share good ideas about software used, internet sites and design techniques. Eg logo design.

· You will always be positive, polite, courteous and about the assignment to all your classmates.

· 10% of your mark will be allocated to your contribution.
10. Presentation.
· All elements of the project must be combined into a PowerPoint presentation. 
11. Bibliography. References to all websites and resources used.

      2. Year of publication - in brackets, 

      3. Title - underlined, 

      4. Publisher, 

      5. Place of publication.

The 1950's (1990), Watts, London

Books with more than one author: 

Stensel, Peter and Nicholl, Bill (1992) Business and enterprise, Hawker Brownlow Education, Cheltenham, Vic.

Note: When there are more than three authors use the author named first on the book's title page and add the words "and others". 

Coffey, David and others (1988) General mathematics standard, Heinemann, Port Melbourne. 

Books with one editor: 

Gould, Stephen Jay (Ed.) (1985), The book of life, Ebury, London. 

Books with more than one editor: 

Sinclair and Fox (Eds.) (1995), Today's English dictionary, Harper Collins,  London

Books with no date:
